Born in the
southern city of Kut, he received his first oud lesson at the age of 11. He later graduated
from the Baghdad Academy of Music in 1987. He fled Iraq in 1993 during Saddam
Hussein's dictatorship. He eventually gained international fame, performing around the
world, and receiving many awards. In Cairo, he started the House of the oud, a school for
teaching the instrument to new generations.
